
 

   1.   Isaiah 40:28 
Do you not know?  Have you not 
heard? The Lord is the everlasting 
God, the Creator of the ends of the 
earth.  He will not grow tired or 
weary, and his understanding no 
one can fathom. 
 
Prayer:  Thank you Father for 
your vast power of grace and truth 
that no man can overrule. 

2.   Psalm 20:4 
May he give you the desire of 
your heart and make all your 
plans succeed. 
 
Prayer:   Heavenly Father, 
fulfill your purposes through 
me, and let the desires of my 
heart be pleasing to you. 

3.  John 10:10b  
 Jesus said:  I am come that 
they might have life, and that 
they might have it more 
abundantly. 
 
Prayer:   Heavenly Father, 
thank you for your grace, 
forgiveness, guidance and 
love; for without it, no one will 
see You. 

4.  Colossians 3:5 
Put to death, therefore, whatever 
belongs to your earthly nature: sexual 
immorality, impurity, lust, evil desires 
and greed, which is idolatry. 
 
Prayer:  Father God, thank you for the 
Holy Spirit that helps me subdue 
Satan's advances. 

5.  Ephesians 5:8 
For you were once in darkness, 
but now you are the light in the 
Lord.  Live as children of light.  
 
Prayer:   Most Holy Father, 
studying your word and being 
prayerful helps me keep my 
lifestyle under control. 

6.  Ephesians 5:15-16  
Be very careful, then, how you 
live—not as unwise but as 
wise, making the most of every 
opportunity, because the days 
are evil.  
 
Prayer:   O Lord, give me 
wisdom to discern the best ways 
to use my time to honor You and 
bless others. 

7.   Colossians 4:2 
Devote yourselves to prayer, 
being watchful and thankful.  
 
Prayer:   Holy Father, my faith 
looks up to thee; no other help I 
know.  Help me spread the good 
news to others. 
 

8.   1 Peter 3:9 
Do not repay evil with evil or insult 
with insult.  On the contrary, repay 
evil with blessing, because to this 
you were called so that you may 
inherit a blessing.  
 
Prayer:  Father God, I pray daily 
for your control of my thoughts and 
actions because I don't want to 
miss my blessings. 

9.   John 15:18   
Jesus said:  If the world hates 
you, keep in mind that it hated 
me first.  
 
Prayer:  Heavenly Father, the 
Holy Spirit ministers to my 
heart and mind giving me 
encouragement and strength 
to keep on in your name. 
 

10.  James 4:7 
Submit yourselves, then, to 
God.  Resist the devil, and he 
will flee from you. 
 
Prayer:  Lord, I am one of 
your humble servants who is 
determined not to let Satan 
rule in my life. 

11.  1 Peter 5:8 
Be alert and of sober mind. Your enemy 
the devil prowls around like a roaring 
lion looking for someone to devour.   
 
Prayer:   Father God, empower me to 
be alert and sober-minded, not out of 
fear, but because I am a warrior in Your 
kingdom. 

12.   1 John 2:15 
Do not love the world or anything 
in the world.  If anyone loves the 
world, the love for the Father is 
not in them.  
 
Prayer:  Lord, I am a born-again 
Christian committed to do your 
will and your way. 
 

13.    1 John 4:1 
Dear friends, do not believe 
every spirit, but test the spirits to 
see whether they are from God, 
because many false prophets 
have gone out into the world.  
 
Prayer:   Master, I pray daily not 
to become involved in false 
teaching.  I am studying your 
word to show myself approved. 

14.    2 John 1:7 
I say this because many 
deceivers, who do not 
acknowledge Jesus Christ as 
coming in the flesh, have gone 
out into the world.  Any such 
person is the deceiver and the 
antichrist. 
 
Prayer:   Lord Jesus, we pray 
that you would protect us from 
deception and help us to stand 
firm in our faith.  We ask that you 
give us discernment to recognize 
the deceiver. 

15.    Romans 12:2 
Do not conform to the pattern of 
this world, but be transformed by 
the renewing of your mind.  Then 
you will be able to test and 
approve what God’s will is—his 
good, pleasing and perfect will. 
 
 Prayer:  Lord, make me a living 
sacrifice giving honor and glory at 
all times for what you've done for 
me. 
 

16.    Romans 12:12-13 
Be joyful in hope, patient in 
affliction, faithful in 
prayer.   Share with the Lord’s 
people who are in 
need.  Practice hospitality. 
 
Prayer:  Dear God, help me 
to rejoice in the hope I have in 
You, to stay patient in my 
trials, and to be faithful in my 
prayer life each day, trusting 
You in all things. 

17.     Philippians 4:6  
Do not be anxious about 
anything, but in every 
situation, by prayer and 
petition, with thanksgiving, 
present your requests to God. 
 
Prayer:   Master, thank you 
for everything. The joy I have 
the world didn't give and the 
world can't take it away. 
 

18.   Ephesians 1:7-8    
In him we have redemption through his 
blood, the forgiveness of sins, in 
accordance with the riches of God’s 
grace that he lavished on us. With all 
wisdom and understanding.  
 
Prayer:  Lord God, thank You for 
Jesus.  Thank You that in Him, I am 
forgiven and redeemed, through His 
blood. 

19.     Ephesians 2:8-9 
For it is by grace you have been 
saved, through faith—and this is 
not from yourselves, it is the gift 
of God— not by  works so that 
no one can boast.  
 
Prayer:  Father God, thank You 
for your gift of salvation. 
 

20.     Colossians 3:12 
Therefore, as God’s chosen 
people, holy and dearly loved, 
clothe yourselves with 
compassion, kindness, humility,  
gentleness and patience.  
 
Prayer:  Lord, our prayer is that 
we be joined together in purpose 
and spirit, working together for 
the glory of God.   

21.     Colossians 3:15 
Let the peace of Christ rule in 
your hearts, since as members of 
one body you were called to 
peace. 
 
Prayer:  Father, allow my mind 
to see past the challenges and 
stay focused on my goals so that 
I may find peace in my heart. 

22.   James 1:12 
Blessed is a man who perseveres 
under trial; for once he has been 
approved, he will receive the 
crown of life which the Lord has 
promised to those who love Him. 
 
Prayer:  Father God, I pray that in 
Your sufficient grace I will stand 
firm in this evil day and in Your 
strength, I will patiently endure all 
the trials and tribulations that the 
enemy throws in my path. 

23.   1 Peter 5:6 
Humble yourselves, therefore, 
under God’s mighty hand, that 
he may lift you up in due time.  
 
Prayer:  Master, thank You 
that You care so much for me 
that I can cast all the burdens, 
hurts, and worries that seem 
to be flooding my life today 
upon You, in the sure 
knowledge that you have 
promised to carry them. 

24.   2 Peter 2:4 
For if God did not spare 
angels when they sinned, but 
sent them to hell, putting them 
in chains of darkness to be 
held for judgment.  
 
Prayer:  Thank You Father 
for the divine revelation of 
repentance.  We all have to 
stand before the Judgment 
Bar and give an account of 
our actions. 

25.    1 John 1:6 
If we claim to have fellowship with him 
and yet walk in the darkness, we lie and 
do not live out the truth.  
 
Prayer:  Most Holy Father, please 
deliver me from hypocrisy. 

26.    James 3:18 
Peacemakers who sow in peace 
reap a harvest of righteousness. 
 
Prayer:  Father God, thank You 
for the wisdom of peacemaking 
that only you can give. 

27.    Galatians 3:26                
So in Christ Jesus you are all 
children of God through faith. 
 
Prayer:  Lord, thank You, I am a 
Christian; one of your baptized 
believers. 

28.     Romans 6:23                
For the wages of sin is death, but 
the gift of God is eternal life in 
Christ Jesus our Lord. 
 
Prayer:  Master, it is a joy to tell 
others of the guaranteed 
blessing of eternal life for those 
who trust and believe in your 
word. 

29.   1 Corinthians 2:9 
However, as it is written: “What no 
eye has seen, what no ear has 
heard, and what no human mind 
has conceived the things God has 
prepared for those who love him. 
 
Prayer:  Thank you for Holy Spirit 
encouragement to hold on to my 
faith. The best is yet to come! 

30.     Romans 10:10 
For it is with your heart that 
you believe and are justified, 
and it is with your mouth that 
you profess your faith and are  
saved.   
 
Prayer:  Heavenly Father, I 
pray that the Holy Spirit will 
order my steps and guide me 
into all truth. 

31.    Ephesians 3:2        
Now to him who is able to do 
immeasurably more than all 
we ask or imagine, according 
to his power that is at work  
within us.   
 
Prayer:  Father God, give me 
the courage to live boldly for 
You, not for men, using the 
free access You've granted 
me to live in Your fullness. 
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
